The district was awarded a grant for the 2005-2006 and 2006-2007 school years by 
Michigan-based Premier Assistive Technology, for a much broader access to its Literacy 
Productivity Pack. This software has been used in the district for several years, and, with 
the benefits of this grant, all students – not just those with special needs – were afforded 
computer-based assistive technology. The Literacy Productivity Pack includes: Universal 
Reader – works with virtually any application; reads to you: email, word documents, 
even PDF files; Universal Reader Plus – introduces scanning technology; Scan and Read 
Pro – place a book on a scanner, press a button and the software will read the page to 
you; E-Text Reader – reads documents; Ultimate Talking Dictionary; PDF Magic Pro – 
converts any PDF file into accessible format; Text to Audio – converts digitized text files 
into standard audio formats (e.g., WAVE, MP3); and, Talking Word Processor – teaches 
word processing; convenient proofreading tool.  
 
Accessibility and Mobility. The Moorestown Township Public Schools has made gains 
in providing physical access – as well as educational access – to our more severely 
impaired learners. Students are ensured safe entry and exit. Further, it remains a 
significant goal that needy students achieve greater independence within the bathroom 
and other areas (e.g., cooking classes; wood shops; physical education) of the schools. To 
this end, the district has purchased a “stand assist lift” and a “commode seat lift” for use 
at our high school for an otherwise fully mainstreamed and capable student. The district 
further encourages the use of other powered mobility devices that meet student needs. 
 
Resources and Consultation – 
 
Cerebral Palsy of New Jersey (CP of NJ) provides a broad range of programs and 
services to children and adults with all types of disabilities. CP of NJ, via contract with 
the Moorestown Township School District, provides technical assistance, as well as 
workshops to help teachers, child study team members, and related services staff learn 
new ways to help students with disabilities achieve in school and in life. The Technology 
Lending Center allows districts to access state-of-the-art assistive devices. 
 
III.A.4 Access of the district’s web site to all stakeholders.  
 
The district web site is hosted on the Schoolwires Academic Portal. The Schoolwires 
Academic Portal provides a series of tools that help provide editors with the ability to 
construct templates and content elements that comply with the Americans with 
Disabilities Act (ADA) Section 508 guidelines. Schoolwires understands the importance 
of ADA Compliance and continues to strive to provide enhancements and features to help 
organizations comply with the guidelines.  
  
Content Contribution and Editing: During content contribution, the Schoolwires Editor 
requires that all imagery inserted has an ALT attribute assigned. 
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Site Template Creation: When creating templates, the Schoolwires Styler tool allows web 
designers to manufacture “tableless” or CSS layouts. These templates produce a positive 
ADA compliant user experience. 
  
Site Navigation Mechanisms: The Schoolwires Academic Portal provides a library of rich 
navigation objects. Though some of these include dynamic JavaScript menus, the product 
offers other ADA friendly navigation objects. These objects include a Site Map, Channel 
Section List, Section List and Page List. These objects do not use JavaScript and are 
listed as simple hyperlinks. 

III.A.5 Plan and criteria for replacing obsolete computers/technology. 
 
The district currently keeps computer workstations for five years. To date, the district's 
experience has been that by the time computers reach this age they are no longer 
compatible with the current software being purchased. Consideration has been given to 
keeping the old computers for specific targeted uses for which the older computers are 
still adequate. So far, these uses have not been found. This decision will be reevaluated 
on an annual basis as the conclusion may change based on changes in computer 
capability and user needs. Printers are also replaced every five years.

2361- ACCEPTABLE USE OF COMPUTER 
NETWORK/COMPUTERS AND RESOURCES (M)  
  

  
The Board of Education recognizes that as telecommunications and other new technologies shift 
the manner in which information is accessed, communicated and transferred that those changes 
will alter the nature of teaching and learning.  Telecommunications, computers, computer 
systems and networks available to the staff and students of the Moorestown Township Public 
Schools will be known as the MooreNet.  Access to the Moorenet will allow pupils to explore 
databases, libraries, Internet sites, bulletin boards and the like while exchanging information 
with individuals throughout the world.  The Board supports access by pupils to information 
sources but reserves the right to limit in school use to materials appropriate to educational 
purposes. The Board directs the Superintendent to effect training of teaching staff members in 
skills appropriate to analyzing and evaluating such resources as to appropriateness for 
educational purposes.   
  

The Board also recognizes that telecommunications will allow pupils access to 
information sources that have not been pre-screened by educators using Board approved 
standards. The Board therefore adopts the following standards of conduct for the use of 
computer networks and declares unethical, unacceptable or illegal behavior as just cause for 
taking disciplinary action, limiting or revoking network access privileges and/or instituting legal 
action. 
  

The Board provides access to computer network/computers for educational purposes.  
The Board retains the right to restrict or terminate pupil access to the computer 
network/computers at any time, for any reason.  The Board retains the right to have district 
personnel monitor network activity, in any form necessary, to maintain the integrity of the 
network and ensure its proper use.  
  
Standards for Use of Computer Networks 
  

Any individual engaging in the following actions when using computer 
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networks/computers shall be subject to discipline or legal action: 
  
A. Using the computer network(s)/computers for illegal, inappropriate or obscene purposes, 

or in support of such activities.  Illegal activities are defined as activities that violate 
federal, state, local laws and regulations.  Inappropriate activities are defined as those 
that violate the intended use of the network.  Obscene activities shall be defined as a 
violation of generally accepted social standards for use of publicly owned and operated 
communication vehicles. 

  
B. Using the computer network(s)/computers to violate copyrights, institutional or third 

party copyrights, license agreements or other contracts. 
  
C. Using the computer network(s) in a manner that: 
  

1. Intentionally disrupts network traffic or crashes the network; 
  
2. Degrades or disrupts equipment or system performance; 
  
3. Uses the computing resources of the school district for commercial purposes, 

financial gain or fraud;  
  
4. Steals data or other intellectual property; 
  
5. Gains or seeks unauthorized access to the files of others or vandalizes the data of 

another user; 
  
6. Gains or seeks unauthorized access to resources or entities; 
  
7. Forges electronic mail messages or uses an account owned by others; 
  
8. Invades privacy of others; 
  
9. Posts anonymous messages; 
  
10. Possesses any data which is a violation of this policy; and/or 
  
11. Engages in other activities that do not advance the educational purposes for 

which computer networks/computers are provided. 
  
Internet Safety/Protection 
  

The school district is in compliance with the Children’s Internet Protection Act and has 
installed technology protection measures for all computers in the school district, including 
computers in media centers/libraries, that block and/or filter visual depictions that are obscene 
as defined in Section 1460 of Title 18, United States Code; child pornography, as defined in 
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Section 2256 of Title 18, United States Code; are harmful to minors including any pictures, 
images, graphic image file or other visual depiction that taken as a whole and with respect to 
minors, appeals to a prurient interest in nudity, sex, or excretion; or depicts, describes, or 
represents in a patently offensive way, with respect to what is suitable for minors, sexual acts or 
conduct; or taken as a whole, lacks serious literary, artistic, political, or scientific value as to 
minors.  

  
The school district will certify on an annual basis, that the schools, including media 

centers/libraries, in the district are in compliance with the Children’s Internet Protection Act and 
the school district enforces the requirements of this policy.    

  
This Policy also establishes Internet safety policy and procedures in the district as 

required in the Neighborhood Children’s Internet Protection Act.  Policy 2361 addresses access 
by minors to inappropriate matter on the Internet and World Wide Web; the safety and security 
of minors when using electronic mail, chat rooms, and other forms of direct electronic 
communications; unauthorized access, including “hacking” and other unlawful activities by 
minors online; unauthorized disclosures, use, and dissemination of personal identification 
information regarding minors; and measures designed to restrict minors’ access to materials 
harmful to minors. 

  
Notwithstanding blocking and/or filtering the visual depictions prohibited in the 

Children’s Internet Protection Act, the Board shall determine other Internet material that is 
inappropriate for minors.  The Board will provide reasonable public notice and will hold one 
annual public hearing during a regular monthly board meeting or during a designated special 
board meeting to address and receive public community input on the Internet safety policy - 
Policy and Regulation 2361.   
  
Consent Requirement 
  

No pupil shall be allowed to use the computer network and the Internet unless they shall 
have filed with the appropriate school personnel an acceptable use consent form signed by the 
pupil and his/her parent(s) or legal guardian(s). 
  
Violations 
  

Individuals violating this policy shall be subject to the consequences as indicated in 
Regulation No. 2361 and other appropriate discipline, which includes but are not limited to: 
  

1. Use of the network only under direct supervision; 
  
2. Suspension of network privileges; 

  
3. Revocation of network privileges; 
  
4. Suspension of computer privileges; 
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5. Revocation of computer privileges; 
  
6. Suspension from school; 
  
7. Expulsion from school; and/or 
  
8. Legal action and prosecution by the authorities.

III.B.2 Moorestown School District Acceptable Use Agreement 
 

Employee Acceptable Use Agreement 
 
Telecommunications, computers, computer systems and networks available 
to the staff and students of the Moorestown Township Public Schools will be 
known as the MooreNet. 
 
The primary purpose of the MooreNet is to provide access for students and 
staff of the Moorestown Township Public Schools to the systems and 
networks, including access to external networks, for educational purposes.   
 
Additional purposes of the MooreNet are to facilitate financial and personnel 
management; to increase communication among students, staff, and parents; 
to enhance productivity through the more efficient and economical 
dissemination of information; and to provide access to electronically stored 
information for educational research purposes. 
 
While the Moorestown District desires to provide a reasonable level of 
privacy, users should be aware when using the MooreNet that data remain 
the property of the Moorestown Township Public School, and that the 
Moorestown Township Public School cannot guarantee confidentiality of 
information. 
 
 
The following statements guide the acceptable use of the MooreNet: 
 

1. The district will provide opportunities for training to users in the 
appropriate and effective use of technology and in the proper use of 
the system/network. 

2. The district will provide each user with copies of the Acceptable Use 
Policy (2361) and Regulations (R2361).  Staffs are expected to abide 
by all Board of Education Policies and Regulations. 

3. Users should not expect that data stored on the district servers, 
including e-mail, will always be private. 
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4. Users who violate district policy or administrative procedures may be 
subject to suspension or termination of system/network privileges. 

5. The district will provide full access to permanent employees and 
limited access to approved temporary employees who have signed this 
AUA agreement. 

6. Users will keep passwords secure and not share accounts. 
7. Users will not use another person’s user account. 
8. Users will use appropriate language. Inappropriate language shall 

include but not be limited to profanity, discriminatory remarks, 
political remarks, and hate mail. 

9. Users will not use the system/network for commercial use. 
10. Users may not load or copy software or other programs to or from 

organizational equipment without the permission of the Moorestown 
Township Public Schools’ Technology Director or his/her designee. 

11. Users will not use “All staff” e-mails unless they are related to the 
business of Moorestown Township Public Schools. 

12. Users will not send unsolicited e-mail messages, including junk e-
mail, advertising, chain letters, or other pyramid schemes. 

13. Users must use extreme caution when opening attachments received 
from unknown senders, which may contain viruses, e-mail bombs or 
Trojan horse code.  

14. Users will honor all copyright laws and regulations. 
15. Users are responsible for exercising good judgment regarding the

III.B.3. Online Safety Awareness 
 

Students are educated about online safety at various points in their educational career, 
broken down as follows: 
 
Grades K-3 The media specialists at each of the elementary schools works 
collaboratively with classroom teachers on the online safety when students participate in 
computer applications. Each computer lab at the elementary level is attached to the media 
center, allowing the media specialist to be an integral part of classroom computer lab 
lessons, ensuring that all students and teachers are made cognizant of the implications of 
Internet and computer usage as they refer to safety. 
 
Grades 4-6 All students take a computer class as a part of their ‘specials’ program in 
grades 4-6. As a part of their computer curriculum, teachers instruct students about online 
computer safety.  
 
Grades 7-8 All students again take computer classes in grades 7 and 8. Computer 
teachers review safety issues implied by accessing the Internet.  
 
Grades 9-12 All students, through computer, English, history, and health classes are 
again apprised of safety issues associated with the Internet. Many of these curricular 
areas infuse computer safety as a part of the class curriculum. 
 
Outside the parameters of classroom instruction mentioned above, the district also runs 
computer classes during 12 ½ hour after school or weekend courses, as well as through a 
Summer Institute the last week in June. Through these classes, teachers learn about the 
most updated issues associated with Internet safety. We have had about 50 staff 
members, or 1/8 of our staff participate in these courses. The description is below: 
 

Integrating Technology into the Classroom 
 
This course was based on a broad look at different technologies that educators 
can utilize in their classrooms. The technology we discussed included, but was not 
limited to, hardware: LCD projectors, computers, Smartboards, etc. Interactive 
activities included puzzle-makers, online tests, webquests, online field trips, etc. 
Other tools included RubiStar, webpages, and online gradebooks. The importance 
of educators to be familiar with copyright laws was a key issue, as was the 
difficult issue of how to keep technology safe while in the hands of students. 
 

Students also sign an Acceptable Use Agreement, which addresses Internet 
Safety/Protection, as well as behaviors related to the appropriate use of the computers 
that are not tolerated by the district.

III.B.4 Parent Awareness 
 
Parent resources regarding online safety are made available through the following 
methods: 
 

 Parents sign the Acceptable Use Policy, which addresses Internet 
Safety/Protection, as well as behaviors related to the appropriate use of the 
computers that are not tolerated by the district. 

 The district website gives parents access to all district policies, which includes the 
Acceptable Use Policy. 

 The district facilitated a parent evening session on bullying, which included 
online safety for children.

C.  Needs Assessment 
 
III.C.1.  Needs Assessment 
 
Assessment Process: 
 
Moorestown has developed a District Technology Committee, representing all 
stakeholders in the school community; specifically teachers, administrators, technology 
specialists, media specialists, parents, grant writer, and research analyst. In addition, the 
district has a District Professional Development Committee, which works collaboratively 
with the Technology Committee to ensure there are sufficient professional development 
activities that arise through the Technology Committee. Both the Professional 
Development Committee and the Technology Committee conducted an online needs 
assessment, the results which were analyzed by our Research Analysts and shared with 
both committees. Our goal of the surveys was to evaluate staff’s current practice in 
integrating technology into the curriculum, assess the proficiency levels of our staff, and 
determine the professional development needs. Findings from this needs analysis are as 
follows: 
 
 a.  Current Practices:   

Technology practices among teachers have increased in all areas:  
Computers, LCD Projectors, Video Streaming, Software, Smart Board and 
Internet.   

 
b. Proficiency in the use of technology:   

Proficiency in the use of technology has risen in all areas although specific 
proficiencies in the use of video streaming and smart boards still show a 
need for increased training.  See attached Moorestown district survey, 
pages 102-103. 

 
c. Current educational environment and barriers: 

i. All staff members have at least one computer in their classroom. In 
addition, the district has been increasing the number of mobile LCD 
projectors and computers for teachers in each of the buildings to sign 
out. Each year the district has added to the inventory of these mobile 
units based on the feedback provided to principals by the staff. In 
some classrooms at the middle school and high school, due to the 
increased use of technology, permanent LCD projectors have been 
installed in a classroom within each department at the high school, and 
two units at the middle school. 

ii. Every building has at least one computer lab for lessons that involve 
an entire class, broken down as follows: 

a. One lab per K-3 elementary school 
b. Four labs in the 4-6 upper elementary school; 
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c. Two labs and two mobile labs at the middle school; and 
d. Four labs at the high school. 

iii. Staff needs are evaluated both through the professional development 
survey as well as the technology survey. 

iv. The needs of students are not formally evaluated, but teachers, parents, 
and media specialists have often provided input on access to computer 
labs before, during, and after school. As a result, lab hours have 
changed over time and some community organizations (library and 
local church) have also increased their technology as a result of 
feedback from the schools. 

v. There were opportunities for staff to learn about the integration of 
technology into their classrooms through after school, weekend, and 
Summer Institute courses. However, these opportunities occur on a 
volunteer basis. There was formal professional development in MAP 
(Measures of Academic Progress), an online assessment tool that 
incorporated reports for teachers, allowing teachers to use data to 
inform instruction. These sessions were held the past two years and 
will continue in subsequent in-service days for new staff. In addition, 
all teachers were trained in the gradebook program that is a part of our 
new student information system  

vi. All administrators were trained in the analysis of MAP reports, which 
helped identify the areas of need within the district, individual schools, 
programs, and content areas. In addition, all administrators were 
trained in the reports that are available through our new student 
information system. 

vii. The MAP training mentioned above for all staff was a part of a three-
year professional development component of the online reports that 
come with the MAP assessment. Special education staff have had 
some initial training on a special education software product for 
managing Individual Education Plans. The intensive student 
information system gradebook training is a part of a two-year infusion 
of the gradebook software and reporting structure. Additional 
technology training through after-school, weekend, and Summer 
Institute courses are available annually for staff members who wish to 
further enhance the integration of technology in their classrooms. 

viii. The administrator training plan is the same as for staff mentioned in 
vii.  In addition, administrators have the opportunity to attend their 
national and state conferences, where they may elect some technology-
related sessions. 

ix. Since our professional development is based on a Train-the-trainers 
model, we have in-house experts on the above mentioned technology 
and software in all our buildings. As a result, these trainers have 
provided ongoing support to their colleagues at various points in their 
school day. 

x. Professional development needs and barriers have been identified 
through the District Technology Committee, the technology and

professional development surveys, and through input from building 
administrators and subject supervisors. 

 
III. C. 2. Improvement of Academic Achievement through the Integration of 
Technology 
 
Based on the responses above, the district has identified the following areas of need to 
improve academic achievement for all students through the integration of technology: 
 

 The special education software needs to be accessible and understandable by all 
teachers in order for staff and administration to have a better understanding of the 
learning needs of all students. 

 With the continued training of the gradebook software, teachers need to feel a 
high level of proficiency in order to make gradebooks accessible to parents 
through the parent portal tool of the gradebook software. 

 The staff and administration needs more support with the data analysis through 
the MAP reports. Specifically, since MAP tests are given at least twice a year, 
staff members need more instruction on how to move students forward given 
where they are on the learning continuum noted in the MAP results.  

 With the availability of video streaming, a library automation system, and smart 
boards, there is a critical need to train all staff and administration on these tools to 
enhance student learning through online applications.

IV. A. 3.  Unexpected outcomes or benefits  
 
One of the results of the N.J. Department of Education 2006 School Technology Survey 
reported that Moorestown teachers and library media staff were not  provided on-going 
sustained professional development in infusing technology into curricula, instruction and 
assessment.  As a result of this outcome, the school district reorganized its District 
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Technology Committee to include representatives from administration and each of the six 
schools.  Six subcommittees were also formed:  (1) Genesis (SIS); (2) Spectrum K-12 
Encore; (3) School Wires (Web site); (4) Video on Demand; (5) Library Automation; (6) 
Classroom Technology and (7) Acceptable Use Policy/Agreement.   
As a result of these steps, teacher morale has greatly increased as reflected in a recent 
survey (4/30/2007)—89% of the teachers who responded to the survey labeled 
themselves as proficient/very proficient in using computers in the classroom; 91% 
reported that they were proficient/very proficient in utilizing the Internet in the 
classroom.

VII.B.  Planned professional development activities for teachers, administrators, 
and school library media personnel 

 
1. Mobile computers and LCD projectors, desktops, and mobile laptops are available to 

all teachers and library media personnel for use in instructional areas. Ongoing 
professional development for these technologies are held for all new staff in August, 
and all other staff during the school year through after-school professional 
development sessions, weekend courses, the Summer Institute, or during district in-
service days. 

 
2. All administrators have access to desktops and mobile laptops and wireless units. For 

those administrators using PDA’s, the district technology department provides 
support and training in their use. 

 
3. All administrators receive the same professional development on technology as the 

teaching staff in order to provide the support needed to sustain the use of technology 
in the classroom on an ongoing basis. 

 
4. Ongoing professional development for all staff is provided in the following manner: 

 
• Designated staff receive in-depth training by professionals provided by the 

vendors. 
• These staff take on the role of district trainers. 
• The district trainers turnkey that training through after-school or weekend 

professional development, in-service days, or during the Summer Institute. 
• Any new staff needing training or existing staff needing updated training, the 

trainers are accessible and in each of the buildings. 
 

5. Professional development opportunities and resources for technical staff. 
 

District Information Technology Department staff have the following professional 
development opportunities and resources available 

• Subscriptions to tech industry journals. 
• Attending outside training sessions pertinent to job responsibilities.  
• The purchase of new generations of operating systems and other critical 

software for learning prior to district deployment. 
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• Personal training from expert consultants who install specialized systems for 
the district. 

 
6. When assistive technology is utilized in the special needs classroom, training is 
provided either through the vendor or through a staff trainer that has already received in-
depth training.

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VII. C.   Financial and time resources 
 
The district budgets approximately $25,000 toward professional development related to 
technology. Throughout the school year, approximately 10 hours per staff member is 
allocated toward professional development in technology. 
 
VII.D.  Professional development activities through 2010: 
 
Training in all of the initiatives outlined in section VII C will continue through the 2009-
2010 school year. These technologies are new to the district and will therefore follow a 
three-year plan. 
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VIII. EVALUATION PLAN 
 

Increased accountability mandates at all levels of education will result in additional 
assessments of educational technology in the years 2007-2010.  Evaluations will include 
artifact analysis, multiple group surveys, interviews, building observations, and gathering 
student work as instructional evidence to create a comprehensive analysis.  The outcome 
of this data will be used to ensure that educational technology is available and useful for 
all students and teachers. 
 
This past month, the district utilized an on-line survey through our district website to 
assess teacher use and access of technology (Table #6) In addition, a professional 
development surveyed was administered throughout the district to all staff and 
administrators. The results of these surveys were shared with both the Professional 
Development and the Technology Committee.  
 
The Assistant Superintendent for Curriculum, the building Principals, and the Subject 
Supervisors monitor and assess educational technology professional development.  
Supervisors and principals evaluate teacher use of technology through formal and 
informal teacher observations and lesson plans. 
 
The Technology Subject Area Committee examines educational technology best practices 
by teachers and examples of student work.  Individual members are charged with the 
responsibility of reporting back to their respective building principal and teachers.  
 
The District Technology Committee monitors the progress made on the Technology Plan.   
 
The building library media specialist is each required to complete the New Jersey Dept. 
of Education Technology Survey.  This is completed after interviewing the staff and 
discussing the results at a department meeting with the Media Supervisor.  
 
The district’s E-Rate funding is used to finance Broadband Internet Access—3 Mbps 
over T-1s, including local loop, combined local and long distance telecommunications, 
and to partially fund leasing space for the school district website.  All of these areas are 
evaluated through the above strategies:  annual district technology survey, the NJ Dept. 
of Education Technology Survey, community outreach surveys and teacher observations 
and lesson plans.  
 
The Moorestown Township Public School District will continue to develop strategies to 
improve student learning opportunities so that all students are engaged learners; i.e., that 
students are responsible for their learning, are working in teams, and can solve problems 
and make decisions.  The district will continue to seek out, implement, and evaluate 
models that employ educational technology to accomplish this task.
